The pool 

bar exudes leisurely charm, with its expanses of limestone and 

greenery. Indoors, the soft-lit bar lounge is studded with velvet 

seating—plush olive armchairs and mustard-toned banquettes—

and the private dining room delights with its enveloping 

burgundy arches.
